Game day – Friday 18th October 2024 
 
Go straight to your Venue.  Please arrive at least 1 hour before kick-off for your first game on 
Friday…giving you time to “Check In” to the Registration desk and collect Important info and 
Squad sheet. 
 
Kawana games - if you are playing your games at Kawana FC on the Friday, the “Registration 
Desk” and “Check In” are on your right as you come into the Main Entry. There, you will receive 
your Teams Squad list.  
                                               
NOTE: 

• There is only one desk at Kawana (Registration Desk) so please take all issues (Football or 
other) to the “Registration desk”. 

 
Maroochydore games - if you are playing your games at Maroochydore on the Friday go to 
outside of the Maroochydore Clubhouse to the “Registration Desk” and “Check In” and receive 
your Teams Squad list. 
 
NOTE: 

• There is only one desk at Maroochydore (Registration Desk) so please take all issues 
(Football or other) to the “Registration desk”. 

 
OPENING CEREMONY & FIREWORKS SHOW!! 
 
Commencing at 7.00 pm at Maroochydore FC we will have a brief Opening Ceremony 
followed by a spectacular Firework show! 
 
(* Note: please listen out for the Firework Exclusion Zones at Maroochydore and stay off 
any pitches nearby where the Fireworks are set up until the Show has finished – Thank 
you) 
 
Last games on Friday KO at 7.15pm. 
 
 
Free water each day 
 
There will be a case of water (24 bottles) for each team at both Venues for Friday, Saturday & 
Sunday…when you are playing.  Please go to the Registration Desk to collect the water. The water 
is free, please only collect one carton…per team… per day. An Official will tick off your team 
name each day. 
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Venue and Pitch Maps: 
 
Again, this year we have 2 different Venues, Kawana FC and Maroochydore FC. 
 
2 x Groups from the Men’s 35’s & 45’s Division’s and Men’s 50’s Division will play 
at Kawana FC.  PLEASE CHECK THE DRAW FOR KAWANA TO SEE IF YOUR TEAM IS 
PLAYING THERE. 
   
The remaining 2 x Groups from the Men’s 35’s & 45’s Division’s and Men’s 55’s Division will be at 
Maroochydore FC. 
 
All Women’s Games for the Over 30’s and Over 40’s will be played at Maroochydore FC. 
 
All Semi Finals and Grand Finals for all age divisions (men and women) will be played at 
Maroochydore FC on the Sunday. 
 
A copy of the Kawana FC grounds displaying the pitch numbering, and the location of parking, and 
all the facilities that are available is inserted at the end of this sheet.  Copies of this map are on 
display around the Clubhouse as well. 
 
A copy of the Maroochydore FC grounds location is also included at the end of this sheet. Also 
included is a google map to show the best route from Kawana FC to Maroochydore…. either way 
 
Parking: 
 
Kawana FC has over 200 + parking spaces. Additionally on the Saturday, there is parking just 
over the road, in the Industrial area, if required. 
 
Maroochydore FC has plenty of parking and will also have overflow areas. 
Parking around the grounds on the left-hand side before the main entrance is recommended for 
4WD vehicles and has easy walk-thru access to the pitches. 
 
Changing facilities, showers, and toilets 
 
Kawana FC has 4 x dressing rooms, showers and toilets on either side of the main Club building.  
Maroochydore FC also has numerous change rooms, showers and toilets, including designated 
Women’s changing rooms…look for the signs. You are welcome to use these facilities, but please 
consider the many other teams at each venue by vacating quickly… once you have changed.  
 
Food and Drink 
 
Both the Kawana FC Bar & Canteen and the Maroochydore FC Bar and Canteen will be open 
throughout the weekend.  Whatever profit they make is put straight back into supporting junior and 
senior football on the Sunshine Coast, so please support both Clubs by using the Canteen for your 
refreshments.  
 
Please note:  Both Clubs are licensed, and NO alcohol is to be brought on to the premises 
or consumed away from the immediate Clubhouse area.  
 
ANY LARGE ESKY’S WILL BE CHECKED BY TOURNAMENT OFFICIALS! 

*  Any team caught with their own alcohol will be asked to leave the venue and 
will be disqualified from the tournament.  
 
Please Note:  NO DOGS - Dogs are NOT permitted in either of the Grounds. This is a 
Council by-law and is policed by Club & Tournament officials… Please leave pets at home.  



Sports Medics & Masseurs – Both Venues: 
 
The Tournament will have a number of qualified and professional Sports Medicine personnel 
available to all players, who may want advice as to any injury concerns or strapping*.  If a serious 
injury occurs during a Game, please notify the Registration Desk immediately, so an 
announcement can be made and the leading Sports Medic will attend and decide on the course of 
action required, in the injured person’s best interest.  
(* For Strapping, you should supply your own tape and there may be a nominal charge) 
 
AMBULANCE PROCEDURE:  
 
**ONLY SPORTS MEDICS WILL CALL AN AMBULANCE, IF ONE IS REQUIRED. 
 
DO NOT ASK ANYONE ELSE AT THE VENUE TO CALL AN AMBULANCE PLEASE! 
Doing so, can cause confusion and also delay the arrival of the Paramedics! 
 
Massage Services: 
 
Qualified and professional masseurs are at both the Grounds from 8.00am on Friday/Saturday. 
 
You will need to register on a sheet to book a massage.  Costs are displayed at the Massage 
area. 
 
Tournament Rules and Procedures: 
 
The Tournament is organised by the Sunshine Coast Supa Oldies Soccer Association (SCSOS) 
and will be played in accordance with FIFA laws of the Game except as amended below.  
 
Registration of Players 
 
REMINDER:  ALL PLAYERS must have registered online. The Squad Sheet (Given to the Team 
Manager on Check-In) with correct Shirt Numbers …must be presented to the Registration 
Desk at Kawana or the Registration Desk at Maroochydore before your 1st Game.  
 
 
Squad Numbers and Team Sheets: 
 
Each Team is allowed a maximum of 20 players.   There are no team sheets for each game – 
only players on the registered Squad Sheets can play in the competition. 
 
NOTE: If you pick up or a select a ‘spare player” from the “Registered players list”… you 
can add them to the Squad list at the Registration Desk over the Weekend. 
 
Eligibility 
 
Refer to the Eligibility Rules document. 
Photographic ID may be requested (e.g. driver’s license) to verify a player’s age at any time 
during the Tournament. 
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The Games 
 
Each game will kick off promptly on the hour as programmed. Therefore, it is advisable to warm up 
and arrive at the allocated pitch at least 5 minutes prior to kick off. 
 
Team Managers are responsible for getting teams on the field in time for the programmed start.  A 
minimum of 7 registered players must be on the field for a match to commence.  A maximum of 5 
minutes grace may be permitted. After this time has lapsed, the team that is on the field ready to 
play, will receive a walkover with 4 match points and a 3-0 score. 
  
All games are 25 minutes each way with a 3-minute turnaround time.   
 
A siren will signal kick-off, half-time, restart and full-time for each match. 
 
There is NO injury time. There is NO extra time. 
 
Match balls are supplied and will be given to the Referees prior to each match. 
 
NOTE: Please get your Subs on the bench to go and retrieve any balls that go into the bush 
area or over fences etc. This helps keep the game running on time. 
 
CHANGE STRIP: 
 
If there is a clash of colours, the second named team will be required to change shirts. Please 
make sure you bring a second strip. 
 
INTERCHANGE: 
 
There is unlimited interchange for all matches.  Interchange must take place from the halfway 
line and when the ball is out of play and having notified the Match Officials. ALL subs in 
Squad can be used. 
 
Slide Tackles, Aggressive or violent play will not be tolerated.  In challenging for the ball, 
players other than the goalkeeper must remain on their feet. If a player, other than the goalkeeper, 
challenges for the ball and, in executing such challenge, goes to ground in a sliding or lunging motion 
or, if while on the ground, whether stationary or in motion, a player attempts to challenge for 
possession of the ball (this is subject to the discretion of the Referee), the Referee shall stop play 
and award an indirect free kick to the opposing team.  A Player sliding to stop a ball going out of 
play or to win it can only do so, if No player is nearby. 
 
HEAT POLICY: 
"In the event of the Federation Heat Policy being applied each half will be split into two 12-minute 
sections with a one-minute drinks break in between."  
 
SIN BIN RULE: 
 
At their discretion, Referees may send a player to the Sin Bin players for 5 minutes following an 
episode of aggressive play. The player may be issued with a yellow card for the aggressive play 
(this is subject to the discretion of the referee). The player may be immediately replaced and can 
return with the Referees approval.  
 
Referees will also issue yellow and red cards in accordance with FIFA Laws of the Game. Two 
Yellow cards (regardless of whether they were sin binned or not) will result in a sending-off and 
missing the next game. A Red card will result in sending off and missing the next game. If a player 
is sent off, they cannot be replaced in that game.  



 
*There is no difference between a yellow card issued for a Sin Bin offence and a Yellow card issued 
during the game which does not result in time in the Sin Bin. 
 
MATCH CARDS: -  TEAM MANAGERS – THIS IS YOUR JOB! 
 
Referees will complete a match card for every game, recording the result and any disciplinary 
action.  The Referee will return the match card to the Winning team, or in the event of a 
draw, to either Manager, who must CHECK THE SCORE IS CORRECT, then return the 
Match Card to the Registration Desk at Kawana or the Registration Desk at Maroochydore 
as soon as possible at the conclusion of the game. – This is important to keep “live” scores 
and tables updated. 
 
ROUND ROBIN SERIES 
 
This year we ended up with 20 x Men's over 35 teams, 19 x Men's over 45 teams, 10 x Men's over 
50 teams, 6 x Men's over 55 teams, 13 x Women's over 30 teams and 11 x Women's over 40 
teams. 
 
Mens Over 35’s:  20 teams. 
 
The Division is divided into 4 x Groups of 5 x teams.  
 
After 4 games, the Top team in each Group goes through to the Semi Final playoffs. 
 
Mens Over 45’s:  19 teams. 
 
The Division is divided into 3 x Groups of 5 x teams (Groups A, B and C) and 1 x Group of 4 
teams (Group D).  
 
Teams in Group D will be required to play one team in the group twice.  This will be the final game 
on Saturday afternoon and your opponent will not be known until each team has played 3 games.  
The team in first position in Group D will play their final game against the team in last position in 
Group D, the remaining two teams in second and third place respectively will play each other.   
 
Before you leave the ground after your first game on Saturday, please ensure you are aware of 
who you are playing (and when) in the final game on Saturday. 
After 4 games have been completed in all 4 groups, the Top team in each Group goes through to 
the Semi Final playoffs. 
 
Mens Over 50’s:  10 teams. 
 
The Division is divided into 2 x Groups of 5 x teams.  
 
After 4 games have been completed in both groups, the Top 2 x teams in each Group go through 
to the Semi Final playoffs.

Mens Over 55’s:  6 Teams. 
 
The Division is made up of 6 x teams.  The division will be treated as one group for the purpose of 
determining which two teams make the final on Sunday.    
 
On the Friday the division will be split into 2 groups of 3 (Group A and Group B).  Teams in each 
group will play each other on the Friday.  
 
After the Friday games, the groups will be reallocated.  The top team from Group A will remain in 
the group and the second and third team from Group B will transfer to Group A.  The top team 
from Group B will remain in the group and the second and third team from Group A will transfer to 
Group B.  Teams in the newly formed groups will play each other on the Saturday. 
After each team has played 4 games, the Top 2 x teams in the division, go through to the Grand 
Final.  There are no semi-finals in the men’s over 55’s division. 
 
Women’s Over 30’s:  13 Teams. 
 
Please Note: Referees are strict regarding:  No Jewellery / Long nails / Sleeveless shirts. 
 
The Division is divided into 1 x Group of 5 x teams (Group A) and 2 x Groups of 4 teams (Groups 
B and C).  
 
The following applies only to Groups B and C. 
 
After 3 games, each team will play one team from the other group, who this is will depend on your 
team's position in your group after the first 3 games.   
 
The format for the final game in groups B and C will be as follows: 
 

- The team who finished top of Group B after the first 3 games will play the team who finished 
4th in Group C 

- The team who finished second in Group B after the first 3 games will play the team who 
finished 3rd in Group C 

- The team who finished top of Group C after the first 3 games will play the team who 
finished 4th in Group B 

- The team who finished second in Group C after the first 3 games will play the team who 
finished 3rd in Group B 

 
The points earned from these games will count toward your total points in each group. 
 
Before you leave the ground after your first game on Saturday, please ensure you are aware of 
who you are playing (and when) in the final game on Saturday.  
 
After 4 games have been completed in all 3 groups, the Top team in each Group PLUS the next 
Best Runner Up from all 3 x Groups goes through to the Semi Final playoffs.  MAKE SURE 
YOU KNOW WHO THIS BEFORE YOU LEAVE THE MAROOCHYDORE FIELDS ON THE 
SATURDAY. 
 

 
 



Women’s over 40 division  - 11 Teams. 
The Division is divided into 1 x Group of 5 x teams (Group A) and 2 Groups of 3 teams (Groups B 
and C).  
 The following applies only to groups B and C. 
Teams in each group will play each other on the Friday.  
 
After the Friday games, groups B and C will be reallocated.  The top team from Group B will 
remain in Group B and the second and third team from Group C will transfer to Group B.  The top 
team from Group C will remain in Group C and the second and third team from Group B will 
transfer to Group C.  Teams in the newly formed groups will play each other on the Saturday. 
 
Points earned in the Friday games will carry over to your new group on the Saturday. After 4 
games have been completed in all 3 groups, the Top team in each Group PLUS the next Best 
Runner up from all 3 x Groups goes through to the Semi Final playoffs.   
MAKE SURE YOU KNOW WHO THIS BEFORE YOU LEAVE THE MAROOCHYDORE FIELDS 
ON THE SATURDAY." 
 
NOTE:  FORFEITS: 
As we also have teams coming from Interstate, NO TEAM is allowed to forfeit a game during the 
weekend.  If this is due to player shortages, we will do our best to ask for spare players to help out 
for your last game. Any team ignoring the forfeit rule will be banned from future 
Tournaments. 
POINTS for all games on Friday and Saturday will be awarded as follows: 
 
WIN      4 POINTS   
SCORE DRAW   2 POINTS   
NO SCORE DRAW   1 POINT   
 
All points earned during both Friday and Saturday games (all games) will be used to determine the 
team with the highest points in each group. 
 
Inclement weather interruption 
 
If any games are abandoned due to inclement weather (e.g. thunderstorm) all abandoned games 
will be deemed to be a score draw and 2 points will be awarded to each team. 
 
FINAL SERIES: 
 
All Semis and Finals will be played on Sunday at Maroochydore FC.  There will be no group 
games played on the Sunday. 
 
For the semi-finals and finals only, if scores are level at full time a “best of three” penalty shootout, 
followed by “sudden-death” penalties, will take place. Please make sure you organise your penalty 
takers quickly please… as all other games are held up until a result is declared. 
In the event teams are equal on points, the team with the highest goal difference (goals 
scored less goals conceded) will qualify for the next stage.  In the event the goal difference 
is the same, the team with the highest number of goals scored will qualify for the next stage.  
In the event the numbers of goals scored is the same, the two teams will stage a “best of 
three” penalty shoot-out on the Saturday afternoon, followed by “sudden-death” penalties.
